• Five (5) specified data categories (Allowances, Personal kit and equipment, Pre-deployment medical 
expenses, Inland transportation, and UN-Specific Pre-deployment training).

• 10 Sample Countries.
– Selected from top-20 T/PCCs over 3-year period (2022-2023-2024).
– Classified based on World Bank Income Category (Low, Lower-middle, Upper-middle, and High).
– Collectively accounts for 50 per cent and above of total contribution.

• Secretary-General presents the data to the General Assembly.

• General Assembly takes up the Secretary-General’s report in the second resumed 80th Session.

– The targeted follow-up meetings are intended to:
 Assist the 10 Sample Countries collect disparate information.
 Provide an opportunity for follow-up questions.
 Review and clarify the detailed cost information that has been provided in the Questionnaire.
 Address inconsistencies.

10 Sample Countries Methodology – #1
Based on General Assembly Resolutions

Methodology is determined by the General Assembly.
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• Process to establish 10 Sample Countries.

1. Calculate the 3-year average deployment for all T/PCCs for all field missions (2022-2023-2024).
2. Identify the World Bank Income Category for each T/PCC (Low, Lower-middle, Upper-middle, 

and High).
3. Establish the 10 Sample Countries.

a. Determine the top-20 T/PCCs based on the 3-year average deployment per month.
b. Determine the proportional contribution of each World Bank Income Category.
c. Identify number of Sample Countries within each World Bank Income Category based on 

proportional contribution of that Income Category.
d. Ensure that the 10 Sample Countries collectively account for 50 per cent and above of total 

contribution.
